OUR EMPLOYMENT SERVICES

WEC’s employment services grew by leaps and
bounds in FY 2017. A dedicated staff member, aid-
ed by 13 volunteer job coaches, paved the way for
over 150 students to obtain jobs and volunteer posi-
tions or enroll in higher education and other certifi-
cation programs.
